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[Major infectious diseases and suspension of attendance period]
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O Influenza: 5 days after onset (6 days including the day of fever) and until 2 days have passed since the fever subsided
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Whooping cough: Until the specific cough disappears or until 5 days of appropriate antibiotic treatment are completed.
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Measles: Until the fever has subsided and 3 days have passed
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Rubella: Until the rash disappears
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O Mumps: Five days have passed since swelling of the parotid, submandibular, and sublingual glands appeared, and until the patient's
overall condition improves
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O Chickenpox: Until all the rashes have turned into scabs
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Pharyngoconjunctival fever (Pool fever)... Until two days have passed since the main symptoms (fever, pharyngitis, conjunctivitis, etc.)
have disappeared.
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ONew coronavirus infection: 5 days after onset (6 days including the day of onset) and up
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OEpidemic keratoconjunctivitis: Until a doctor determines there is no risk of infection
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Other infectious diseases (hand, foot and mouth disease, erythema infectiosum (fifth disease), infectious gastroenteritis, mycoplasma
infection, streptococcal infection, etc.) - A doctor will decide whether or not you can attend school based on your symptoms.
